Q1. Linear Accelerated Motion

Notation:




Formulas (Proofs in Physics Course)
Definitions:


Displacement: distance in given direction (e.g. 20 km due west)


Velocity:  speed in a given direction


Acceleration:  rate of change of velocity (speed)





u – initial velocity





v – final velocity





Example:


Start: 5 m/s 	Finish: 15 m/s 	Time 2 secs


Acceleration  = Change in Velocity / Time = (v-u) / t  = (15-5)/2 = 5 m/s /s = 5 m/s2











s – distance


t - time





a – acceleration (constant)
