New Course for 1st Years / 2nd Years

The purpose of this course is to:
· Help students to develop their maths and reasoning skills
· Provide an alternative method of learning for students who don't perform well in the normal classroom setup. This course will be ideal for students who are more practical or who like a 'hands on' approach – i.e. there will be opportunities for them to get stuck in with experiments in the science lab, there will be lots of interesting science demonstrations, videos, computer-based learning etc. In effect, it is giving a second chance to students who are struggling so that they can build up their confidence in maths/science type subjects.
· Introduce maths to students  'through the back door' to make it more interesting by linking parts of their maths course with examples from their everyday life that they are familiar with – e.g.  how a computer works (involves algebra and logical reasoning), how musical sounds are formed (involves trigonometry and graphs), how mobile phones work (also involves graphs), how computer programming and computer games work (involves algebra and graphs)
· Show students how to come up with ideas for Young Scientist projects (e.g. computer projects, maths projects, electronic circuits) and show them how to develop their idea so that they can enter the Young Scientist competition
· Introduce students to the latest computer technology at the earliest possible stage so that they have a solid foundation for future educational/career development
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
